The Registrant announced today that its Board of Directors has elected John P. Jones as President and Chief Operating Officer and a director of the company effective October 1, 1998.

Commenting on the appointment, Air Products Chairman and Chief Executive Officer, H. A. Wagner, said, "The election of Mr. Jones as president begins a transition in the leadership of the company which will culminate with his succeeding me upon my planned retirement in 2000. I am confident that under John's stewardship, the company's gases and chemical businesses will continue to grow and flourish well into the next century."

Mr. Wagner noted that beyond his operating responsibilities, Mr. Jones has also played an integral role in developing strategies for the future during his assignments in the Company's worldwide Gases and Equipment Group and as a member of the Corporate Executive Committee.

Mr. Jones, age 47, joined Air Products in 1972 and, following various commercial assignments in Company joint ventures and subsidiaries, was first appointed a vice president and general manager of the company in 1988. In 1992, Jones was appointed group vice president overseeing the company's tonnage gas business operations, and one year later transferred to Air Products Europe where he was named president.
